Friday’s Silent Auction Process:

1. Faculty, Staff & Administrators offer to participate in the auction & specify their preferred activities (please fill out, detach and return slip below).

2. During an extended 37-minute lunch on Friday, students bid for individuals and their activities (which will be specified on the bid sheet) by writing their names on the lists that most interest them.  Bids start at $5 and increase in $1 increments.  All bidding will end 10 minutes before the end of lunch and final dues will be announced.  Students understand that upon adding their name to the list they promise to pay (contract of understanding signed at registration on 5/31 - 6/1 at lunch).

3. Students then have one week (by June 10) to pay their dues (in Ms. Smith’s office).  Funds collected will be used for future CEO events.

4. Faculty, Staff & Administrators will complete their activities during the following week (June 13-17) for all paid bids.
